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Entry Requirements for Kenya  

 All passengers must have negative COVID-19 PCR test.   

 Test must have been taken within 96 hours prior to travel. 

 Test certificates will be verified at check-in/gate prior to Departure. 

 The passenger does not have a body temperature above 37.5°C (99.5°F). 

 The passenger does not have a persistent cough, difficulty breathing or other flu-like symptoms. 

 All passengers must fill the COVID-19 Travelers Health Surveillance Form online via 

https://ears.health.go.ke/airline_registration/

 For the rest of the countries (not on the above exemption list), passengers will be required to 
quarantine upon arrival either at Government designated facility (own expense) or at their home 
subject to prevailing guidelines. 

 Nairobi Curfew - Passengers arriving/departing on flights after the curfew shall be allowed to proceed 
to their hotels and/or residences with a valid Air Ticket and Boarding Pass.  Drivers should have 
evidence that they have come from the Airport to drop or pick up passengers.  

Visa on Arrival in Kenya 
 

The Department of Immigration Services of Kenya has advised for guests requiring a Visa to enter Kenya 
should apply online or can be paid on arrival with a Visa card.   Cash payment will no longer be 
permitted.
